5.a Draft Ordinance 26-01 - Amending Chapter 14 - Removal of Look Back Period 

Dev. Serv./Bldg./EOC Coordinator Charron presented the Ordinance. Pursuant to SB 180 
the city cannot have a look back period. The prior Ordinance allowed for a one-year look 
back so a new Ordinance is now needed. Situation examples followed. 

City Attorney Augello confirmed that SB 180 has the one-year look back removed. 

Action: Ordinance 26-01 will be placed on First Reading on January 13, 2026. 

5.b Draft Ordinance 26-02 - Repair of Nonconforming Structures 

Director of Development Services Minor stated that after the two major 2024 storms, the 
City Commission did not feel six months was enough time for a property to come into 
compliance so changed the Ordinance from six months to one year.   

It has now come to the staff's attention that due to deaths in families, waiting on insurance 
proceeds, etc., the one-year period also needs extended. Some property owners are 
asking to go to 18 months and then allow them to continue with a one-time extension. 

Chair Whitmore gave an example of her neighbor who still has not started reconstruction. 
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City Attorney Augello confirmed that the Governor extends the State of Emergency every 
60 days, so the city is still under a State of Emergency. 

Action: Ordinance 26-02 will be placed on First Reading at the meeting on January 
13, 2026.
